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FR. ANGELO’S REFLECTION

I recently read a story about a man named Bob. Bob was single and
lived with his widowed father. Bob worked in the family business
which was very successful. When it became apparent that his father
would not live much longer, and that he would soon inherit quite a
fortune, Bob decided to find a wife with whom to share his soon-to-be
abundant wealth.

One evening, at an investment meeting, Bob spotted the most beautiful
women he had ever seen. Her natural beauty took his breath away. “I
may look like just an ordinary guy,” he said to her, “but in just a few
years, my father will die, and I will inherit $200 million dollars.”
Impressed, the woman asked for his business card. Three days later,
this beautiful woman became Bob’s stepmother! (Story from Fred
Miller)

Everyone needs a plan as they prepare for the future. This is something
that Jesus recognized when he used the example of planning to
construct a tower or the king who was discerning a battle. It is only
prudent to stop and consider the resources that are needed to bring a
plan to completion.

In today’s gospel, Jesus recognizes that some people are following

him because their plan was for an easy way of life. Jesus has worked
amazing miracles healing those who are sick, expelling demons, raising
the widow’s son and feeding 5,000 people. Yet the purpose of the
miracles of Jesus were not to make him great; the purpose of any
miracle is to point the way to the Kingdom of God.

In this part of Luke’s gospel Jesus is going up to Jerusalem. He knows
that the cross is close at hand, and He recognizes that everyone needs a
plan to help them face their cross in life. So, Jesus gives a slap-in-the-
face kind of message, a wake-up call to those who are expecting what
Detrick Bonheoffer called “cheap grace,” that is, grace that makes no
demands. Jesus wants to be clear that there is a cost to discipleship.
Following Him will demand sacrifices as the disciple learns to love
God with all one’s heart, mind and soul. Jesus is the incarnation of
God, He is he Way, the Truth and the Life and so everything in life
must find its meaning in Him.

The harsh reality is there should be nothing in our life that separates us
from God. If we are treating someone else like a god, putting them first
and foremost in our life then we are not fit to enter the Kingdom of
God. This is why Jesus uses the strong word of “hate” in today’s
gospel. It’s not that he is calling for aggressive behavior against family
members. The translation of this word has more to do with turning
one’s back on the person who is leading you down the wrong path.
Jesus is emphasizing the extent we may need to go to separate our-
selves from someone or something that is leading us away from God.

What is your plan in life as you look to eternal life? Each person must
have a strong foundation, or you won’t have what it takes to complete
your heavenly journey. This is what St. Paul was trying to get Philemon
to accept. Onesimus, newly baptized, was no longer to be looked upon
as Philemon’s slave, but as a brother in Christ. This thinking was totally
against the prevailing thought of the time, a slap in the face meant to
stretch Philemon to understand the cost of discipleship. St. Paul could
see that Philemon was a slave to an old way of thinking and needed

to be freed. Ask yourself, “Where am I enslaved by sins of pride,
selfishness, temptation or fear? What keeps me from loving God above
all things?

The spiritual life is a journey of detachment, a plan in which we learn
to let go of everything else in order to love God unconditionally. In
other words, God must be loved first and last and everything else in
life must find its meaning in God. That’s the cost of discipleship, to be
stripped of everything like Jesus as He accepted the cross in an act of
love. What are you preparing for in this life? Following Jesus takes
focus, dedication, perseverance, humility and a love for God which is
undivided and unconditional, but in the end, you will never regret the
choice you made to follow Jesus.
